Germany's economy: A snapshot
Germany is the largest economy of Europe and fi�h largest in the world in terms of Purchasing Power parity (PPP). Its highly 
skilled labour force, con�nuous advancement in technology and well thought out development planning has made it one of the 
leading developed economies of the world. As per recent updates, the country is set to recover slowly in 2024 fuelled by 
recovery in real household income and improved consumer sen�ment.  Recovery in investment growth is also expected in 2025. 
Overall real GDP growth is forecast to increase by 0.1% in 2024 from a 0.3% decline in 2023. In 2025, real GDP growth is forecast 
to recover moderately to 1.0% in 2025.

India and Germany's Bilateral Trade
Germany is the fourth largest des�na�on for India's engineering exports and the largest in European Union. Engineering 
exports to Germany was recorded at USD 3.24 billion in 2018-19 and then, a�er declining in the next two fiscals due to the 
pandemic, it con�nued its rise in the next fiscals. In FY 2023-24, engineering exports to Germany increased by 4.7% contrary to 
the decline in overall merchandise exports. Major engineering panels exported from Germany to India include electrical 
machinery, auto components, products of iron and steel, industrial machinery, medical and scien�fic instruments, auto tyres 
and tubes, injec�ng and moulding machinery, IC engines, etc.

Opportunity in Germany's engineering industry 
Germany is the major hub of engineering sector in the Europe mainly due to its technological prowess, high skill level and 
geographical loca�on. Although Germany is a major export des�na�on for India, India's average share in Germany's import 
basket is significantly low. Germany's major export partners are USA and other EU countries. China is the only Asian country 
featuring prominently in the list of engineering suppliers to Germany across almost all major panels. Therefore India has 
significant scope to increase its share in Germany's import basket. A�ending such exhibi�ons would give Indian exporters scope 
to improve their access to the German market.

On receipt of approval under MAI scheme, the rates would be recomputed and the new rates are likely to be lesser in 
comparison with the normal rates offered by the Fair Authori�es.

Cancella�on of Par�cipa�on
Please note that no request for cancella�on and/ or refund including of advances, if any and/ or adjustment thereof shall be 
accepted for any reason whatsoever. Once the applica�on form and/ or advance/ part payments are accepted by EEPC India 
the par�cipant remains liable to pay in en�rety the amounts due from them on account of the event. In case members are 
not able to travel due to travel restric�ons/advisory by Government of India or Germany then the amount paid will be 
adjusted toward the par�cipa�on in the next edi�on.

Force Majeure
